1.1 BASIS OF PREPARATION OF FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Company Limited (collectively, the “Subsidianes”) were transferred to Robert Horne Group Limited
{"Parent”) at their book value No adjustment has been made to the carrying value of the Company’s
investment in the individual subsidiary companies as there has been no overall loss to the Group
because the trade and assets are retained in the Parent The directors consider that this policy s
necessary in order that the financial statements give a true and fair view

The accounts have been prepared on a going concern basis The Company partakes 1n a
receivables securitisation programme with ING Bank NV {'ING') mplemented in March 2010 by
fellow group company PaperlinX Netherlands BV This financing arrangement which expires in
September 2013, together with trading forecasts which show the Company generating positive cash
flows lead the directors to belewe that the Company 1s well placed to manage its business nsks
successfully despite the current uncertain economic outlook

As a consequence the directors have a reascnable expectation that the Company has adequate
resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future Thus they continue to
adopt the going concern basis of accounting in preparnng the annual financial statements

GOING CONCERN

The accounts have been prepared on a going concern basis which contemplates the continuity of
normal business operations, realisation of assets and settlement of liabilites in the ordinary course of
business and without the necessity to curtall matenalty the scale of the business

The Company partakes in a recewvables secuntisation programme with ING Bank NV (ING)
implemented in March 2010 by fellow group company PaperlinX Netherlands BY This financing
arrangement was renegotiated post 30 June 2012 and an amended agreement was executed on 20
February 2013 The amended agreement has an expiry date of September 2014 and includes
covenants related to trading performance (tested on a quarterly, non-cumulative basis) and other
restrictions and cbhgations including requirements for credit insurance

The ability of the Company to meet its operational cash requirements and remain within the imits of
these facilities in the foreseeable future 1s dependent in part on it and its fellow participants in the
securitisation programme meeting therr forecast trading results, the successful execution of
restructunng initiatives to reduce operating costs and the implementation of strategies to improve
working capital management

The forecast trading results are necessanly based on best-estimate assumptions that may or may not
occur as expected and are subject to influences and events outside of the controf of the Company
The forecasts, taking into account reasonable possible changes in trading performance, show that
ihe secuntisation programme should provide sufficient avallable facilities to enable the Company to
operate

After making enguires and considering the implications of the matenal uncertainties described above,
the Directors have a reasonable expectation that the Company will have adequate resources to
continue to operate and meet its obligations as and when they fall due for the foreseeable future For
these reasons, they continue to adopt the going concern basis 1n prepanng these financial
statements

CASH FLOW

The company, being a subsidiary undertaking where 90% or more of the voting nghts are controlied
within the group whose consolidated financial statements are publicly avallable, 1s exempt from the
